
CHANGE ORDER PRICING GUIDELINES 
 
A. Change Order Pricing Guidelines 
 

For each change order, the Contractor shall furnish a detailed, written proposal itemized according to 
these guidelines.  Any Subcontractor or Material Supplier pricing shall also be itemized according to 
these pricing guidelines.  In order to expedite the review and approval process, all proposals shall be 



 
a. Employee profit sharing plans:  Regardless of how defined and described, the 

Contractor will pay these charges from Contractor profit and will not be reimbursed. 
b. Voluntary employee deductions:  Examples are United Way, U.S. Savings Bonds, etc. 
 

B. Overhead and profit: Overhead includes telephone charges, facsimile, telegrams, postage, photos, 
photocopying, hand tools, simple scaffolds (one level high), tool breakage, tool repairs, tool 
replacement, tool blades, tool bits, home office es
